DESCRIPTION OF EFFORT: 
a. Total Requirement:  Provide for a minimum level of service for real property services, to include entomology, elevator servicing, grease trap cleaning and pumping,

oil/separator, hoist and other equipment testing, and portable toilet requirements.  Prepare people and organizations to protect themselves and their resources from loss and injury resulting from major accidents, people and organizations to protect themselves and their resources from loss and injury resulting from major accidents, natural disasters, or contingency operations and to plan for and provide capability to respond to those various contingencies.  

       b.  Funded Requirement: As it stands right now, the contract has been funded at $2,282.4K for the year.
       c.  Unfunded Requirement: Utility systems including water, gas, and electrical supply as well as waste disposal and refuse collection services are needed.  Training for various types of emergencies is also a requirement.  Emergencies such as natural disasters, contingency operations, hazardous spill cleanup and base recovery are basic AFB requirements.  Funding was inadequate to pay agreed negotiated price of the CE services contract. 

       d.  POM Funding: This requirement is in the FY04 POM submission
IMPACT IF NOT FUNDED: The missions of all Kirtland AFB associate units will be degraded and interrupted.  The ability of civil engineer force to function in disaster scenarios, facility and utility systems would begin to fail.  Lack of this support would seriously impair over 100 associate units from carrying on their mission requirements and seriously degrade the primary missions of munitions maintenance and research & development operations.  Such disruptions would degrade the base’s ability to contribute to the readiness of Air Force Material Command’s mission.
