As interim Command Chief, she took care of 4,300 enlisted people in the wing and at 4 geographically separated units throughout England and Norway.  Additionally, during Operation IRAQI FREEDOM, she led the beddown and care and feeding of 1,300 Air National Guard, Air Force Reserve Command, British Royal Air Force, US Navy and Special Operations personnel from bases around the world.  Concurrently, she managed the build-up of the forward operating location at RAF Fairford as it surged from 182 to over 2,000 personnel from 39 different locations to include active-duty Air Force, Air Force Reserve, Air National Guard, British Ghurka and Ministry of Defense personnel, all in direct support of coalition B-52 precision bombing operations in Iraq.
