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   Water Is An Endanger Species! 
Water Conservation is Important!

Now, in September, your landscape needs 40% less water than in the summer.  Now is the time to water less frequently since plants begin to go dormant and they can’t use as much water.  
Don’t forget your other water saving techniques since we still have 4 months to go in order to meet our 10 year goal of water reduction by 30%.

Please continue to follow these guidelines:

(1)  Please check the news every day to see if there is a “red drop” or “green drop” for watering:

Green Drop means it is okay to water; 

Yellow Drop means water only if you need to; 

Red Drop means do not water.

The color of drop determination is based on two factors:  (1) The amount of rain in the recent past and (2) the speed of the wind that blows the water off the lawns.

(2)  Only water between 2200 hours to 1000.  Watering in the sun and heat of the day will waste water.

(3)  There are no time restrictions on hand watering or drip irrigation.
