USAF Military Physical Fitness Update
New fitness assessment standards will be implemented 1 Jul 2026.
 
Key Implementation Timeline:
· 1 Jan – 28 Feb 2026: Testing Pause (with exceptions noted below)
· 1 Mar – 30 Jun 2026: Diagnostic testing of new components and scores
· 1 Jul 2026: Full implementation of new PFA standards

An exception to policy authorizes voluntary testing for the following individuals:
· Airmen who are overdue
· Airmen due for testing because of a previous “Unsatisfactory” score
· ARC members on a UTA weekend
· Airmen who choose to update a score before a SCOD between now and 31 May 2026

Updated components and frequency:
· Cardiovascular: 2-mile run, or High Aerobic Multi-Shuttle Run is optional for both semi-annual tests
· Muscular Strength: 1-min of push-ups or 2-min of hand-release push-ups
· Core Endurance: 1-min of sit-ups, 2-min of cross-leg reverse crunches, or a timed plank
· Body Composition: Waist-to-Height measurement will be a scored component
· Active-duty members will test twice per year, regardless of score
· ARC members will test once per year

Public Notice: Base-Wide Weed Control (Feb - May 2026)
The 377th Civil Engineer Division will apply herbicide to all rock and gravel areas from February to May 2026 to prevent weed growth.
 
What to Expect:
Blue Dye: Treated areas will be temporarily blue. This is non-staining and will fade.
Slight Odor: A minor odor may be noticeable for a few hours after application.
Safety: The herbicide is safe for people and pets once dry.
Special Coordination:
Some facilities will require air-handler shutdowns during weekend applications. Facility managers will be contacted directly to coordinate.

SF182 Civilian Training Form Requirements   
Civilian training is mandatory for appropriated civilians. An SF182 (Authorization, Agreement, Certification of Training) must be approved by the Civilian Training Office (377 FSS/FSDEO) before attending training that lasts 8 hours or longer and/or has any associated costs, regardless of funding source. Approval is required before committing government funds, per DAFI 36-2687 and DAFI 64-117. Requests after the fact will not be accepted. Submit SF182s to 377fss.fsdeto@us.af.mil and allow a two-week processing time. 
 
SkillBridge Application Changes  
Effective 26 June 2025, SkillBridge applications no longer route through the Education and Training Section (E&TS) for review. E&TS will not provide quality control reviews or have edit capabilities for SkillBridge applications in AFVEC. Applications will route directly from members to their supervisor and then to the approving commander. Supervisors and commanders must ensure applications contain all necessary documentation and comply with SkillBridge policies in DAFI 36-2670 § 6.10, DAFI 36-3003 Table 4.3 Rule 23 and Relocation PTDY Rules 2 & 3. The E&TS has guidance available for applicants and approvers and provides an overview briefing as part of TAP Pre-Separation Counseling.   
 
WAPS Testing  
Study materials for WAPS testing can be found online at https://www.studyguides.af.mil/. Promotion eligible SSgts will be scheduled to test for E6 from Feb 15 – Apr 15; eligible SrAs will be scheduled to test for E5 between May 1 – Jun 30. Test dates are randomized and will be assigned prior to the testing window, so all members should be prepared to test by the first day of their testing cycle.
